1. Separate agreements will be formed for activities not included
in the price of your break. If the associated break is cancelled by
the lead booker or Center Parcs, for whatever reason, any activity
agreement will automatically be terminated.

2.These general activity conditions, Our Agreement With You, our
Safety Guide and any special conditions we make known to you
apply to any activities you book and must be complied with. These
may be detailed to you in this booklet, when booking the activity,
before or during the activity.

3. All activities are subject to availability and we operate a first come
- first served policy so you may not be able to book a particular
activity for a specific time or at all.

4. Activities that take place out of doors, and/or on the lake, are
provided subject to appropriate weather conditions prevailing at
the time of the activity.

5.Some activities require a Minimum number of participants or other
criteria to be met to proceed, some are supplied by subcontractors
or third parties for whom we act as agent and some take place
outside the village.

6. When booking an activity you will be given a timeslot when the
activity will take place, as most are group activities it is important
that you arrive 5 minutes before the activity start time. The
activity cannot be delayed if you are late and you may not be able
to participate in certain activities if you are late for the session.

7.Some of our activities are not supervised and therefore may not
be suitable for those under the age of 8.
